SCRIPTURE REFLECTION  by Michael Miller 
 
When I look for the crossword puzzle in our local paper, I am 
always distracted by advice columns like “Dear Abby” and 
“Ask Amy.” Occasionally, there is a letter from someone who 
went to a dinner party and is complaining about the behavior 
of a fellow guest or how the host/ess did not do their job. I 
usually like the way Abby or Amy puts the offender in their 
place. I wonder - if we all followed their advice, there 
wouldn’t be any problems in the world, right? 
 
 In today’s Gospel, Luke tells the story of Jesus attending a 
Pharisee’s dinner party. Everyone was watching Jesus just in 
case he made a wrong move. As it turns out, he doesn’t do 
anything wrong, but he crosses the line by sharing a humbling 
parable and telling the host what he should be doing. This isn’t 
how a guest should be acting! 
 
 Over the past few weeks, we’ve heard some difficult things 
out of the mouth of Christ. This week is no different. In the 
parable of the wedding banquet, we are told that we are to 
practice humility. In an exhortation to the host of the party, 
Jesus tells us to reach out to the poor who cannot reciprocate 
our kindness. 
 
 Jesus probably would not be a popular advice columnist - it’s 
not easy to hear everything he’s got to say. But, in the end, we 
would be much better off to take his advice.
