Lent is proceeding quickly. By now we’ve had our first-in-a-while Parish Retreat, 
yesterday (Saturday). I’ll comment more on it next week.  
Lent has called me back to the basics. I’m amazed at how many things get in the way of direct consciousness 
of God, even for some privileged moments, much less sustained throughout the day.  The aim of the saints—
for everyday Christians—has always been to have a sustained sense of God throughout the day. This brings 
focus and clarity about one’s work, and also qualities like peace, tolerance, patience with others, and humility. 
There are writers/speakers who bring this age-old aim into good modern focus, and I can suggest a few names 
and titles used by earnest seekers today. Psychiatrist Gerald May writes of contemplation in daily life in “Will 
and Spirit,” and also on darkness and spiritual growth in “The Dark Night of the Soul” (no matter the title, a 
very uplifting book!) Sr. Eileen Lyddon wrote “Door Through Darkness”, on mysticism in everyday life.  And 
Leonard Doohan summarized John of the Cross’ growth into the reality of God  for our time in “The 
Contemporary Challenge of John of the Cross.”  
 
I suggest a few things like these because I continue to be impressed with the deeper hungers of members of our 
parish.  Lent is the time when our church community unites in a strenuous look within ourselves, and then 
around us to see how we relate to our environments as renewed people.   I know how busy my life gets, and I 
can only wonder about yours, many of you with even more complications than I have to deal with.  I’m getting 
more convinced that some intentionality about what we do and how we spend our time is basic to being truly 
effective; and, like any goal, it takes some discipline to arrive at that. Of course, unexpected, even upsetting 
things can intervene in plans and goal that we make.  The stronger our inner life is, though, the less these 
unplanned events derail our basic peace and confidence in living. 
 
It may sound complicated, but it doesn’t need to be experienced that way. God created us out of love, and 
renewed our creation with the Word in Jesus. We are to live lovingly and creatively in this truth. May we be 
renewed in this basic reality this Lent.

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION           from Catholic Relief Services 
In today’s readings we are presented with stories of future promise. God tells Abram that “all communities 
of earth shall find blessing in you. We believe that all peoples share in the blessing of Abraham. We are all 
God’s children. 
 

In Jesus’ transfiguration, God calls him “my beloved Son” and Jesus tells the disciples they are not to tell 
“anyone of the vision until the Son of Man rises from the dead.” In Christ, we believe we are all beloved 
sons and daughters of God. We discover this unity through learning about Hamsatou Tangare of Mali who 
hears about the Catholic Relief Services community bank, and takes out loans that transform her life and the 
economic situation of her family. We pray that all of us may be transformed into the one family of God. We 
give alms as an expression of gratitude and to share with others the superabundance of blessings we receive 
from God each day. We fast to heighten our awareness of the transforming presence of God in our lives and 
in the lives of the many people of the earth.  

 

 

Themes of Catholic Social Teaching:  2. Option for the Poor and Vulnerable 
 

The U.S. Bishops have articulated 7 key themes of Catholic social teaching. We consider one theme each week 
through Lent. You may pick up a flyer with all 7  themes and corresponding scripture references in the church 
vestibule. 
 

A basic moral test is how our most vulnerable members are faring. Rather than pitting one social group against 
another, the Church recalls the example of our Lord, who identified himself with the poor and vulnerable. 
Giving priority and concern to the poor and the vulnerable strengthens the health of the whole society; the 
human life and dignity of the poor are the most at risk. The poor, therefore, have the strongest claim on our 
personal and social resources. 
 

Some Scripture Verses:  Exodus 22:20-22; Leviticus 19:33-34; Deuteronomy 24:17-18 (laws protecting aliens, 
widows, and orphans): Exodus 22:24-26; Leviticus 25:23-28; Deuteronomy 15:1-11, 23:20, 24:6 and  
10 -13 (laws protecting debtors): Deuteronomy 14:28-29, 26:12-13 (laws providing for the poor); Matthew 
25:31-46 (judgment of nations); Luke 4:16-21 (Jesus’ mission to the poor and outcast); Luke 14:12-14 (reach 
out to the poor and vulnerable) 
 

Option for the Poor and Vulnerable at SMOS:  We are fortunate in our parish to have one of the most active 
and vibrant St. Vincent de Paul Conferences in the archdiocese, with more than 120 members. In 2007 our 
SVDP Ministry conducted 433 home visits to neighbors in the parish boundaries; held a bulk cooking night 
every month to prepare 100 frozen casseroles that are distributed at the Gavin Outreach Center, and designed, 
built, and blessed nine raised vegetable beds at the Gavin Outreach Center to provide fresh produce to clients. 
Of course, SVDP also hosted several popular fundraising events to support its’ ministry to those in need, 
setting an all time fundraising record of $129,479.16, with nearly $102,000 being spent on utility and rent 
assistance, thrift store vouchers for furniture and clothing, grocery supplies, burial assistance, tuition, and 

winter coats and blankets.  
 

In addition, our Gavin Outreach Center food pantry provided food and supplies to over 800 families in 2007.  
Three annual rummage sales and a toy sale in December at the GOC allow those in need to purchase clothing 
and other household items at a very nominal cost (or no cost if the situation warrants).  Between the parish 
Vincentian members and the volunteers of the GOC, more than 6,630 volunteer hours were given to serve the 

needs of the poor and vulnerable in our parish community last year.
