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The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

SCRIPTURE REFLECTION by: Peter Hesed

Today’s first reading tells of a very ancient step in the story of our redemption: the \
blood of bulls was sprinkled on the Israelites as a sign of their acceptance of the

Mosaic covenant. This is the background, the context for the second reading, from

the letter to the Hebrews. The New Covenant is marked, not by the blood of bulls,

but by the blood of Jesus Christ.

Jesus is God-with-us, the Lamb of God who takes away our sin. And this is the first meaning of the
feast of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of the Lord. We celebrate that our salvation is by way of
incarnation. It is a great mystery that the Word of God became human — going through conception,
gestation, birth, circumcision, growth, maturation; eating, drinking, working, laughing, weeping,
sleeping and waking; suffering pain, abandonment, death and entombment.

This is also a feast of the Eucharist: the Body and Blood of Christ that is “with [us] all days, even to
the end of time.” Today we read in Mark how Jesus gave his disciples bread and wine as his body
and blood. Now, the blood of Jesus is the sign of a new covenant. By our drinking of the blood of
Jesus and our eating of his body, we accept this new covenant of divine self-gift and personal
presence.

And third, the Body and Blood of Christ commemorates US — the Church. Not only are the simple
gifts of bread and wine transformed into the Body and Blood of Christ; we who believe and enter
into this covenant are ourselves transformed. We are the presence of Christ in the world. We are
members of the one mystical body. Truly, we who consume this Bread and Wine become more
perfectly the Body of Christ.
